RULES


On prohibition of placing on the market and use of plant protection products, containing certain active substances 








Article 1


(Content)





These rules settle prohibition of placing on the market and use of plant protection products (here and after: PPP), containing certain active substances, in accordance with Council Directive 1979/117/EEC from 21. December 1978 (OJ No. L033 08.02.1979, p.36, and all amendments) on prohibition of the placing on the market and use of plant protection products, containing certain active substances.








Article 2





(1) Placing on the market and use of plant protection products, containing one or more following active substances, is prohibited:

(2) By the way of derogation from previous paragraph the prohibition shall not apply to plant protection products: 


which contain negligible impurities because of the nature of their manufacturing process, provided that they have no harmful effects on human beings, animals or the environment; 


intended for purposes of research or analysis, or


intended for export to third countries.





Article 3


(exceptions)





(1) By the way of derogation from previous article, Phytosanitary Administration RS (here and after: FURS) permit exceptional placing on the market and/or use of PPP containing one or more active substances from previous article for a maximum period of 120 days. The permit is granted only in case of an unforeseeable danger threatening plant production by harmful organisms, which cannot be treated by authorized PPP or other means.  





(2) FURS shall immediately inform the Commission and the other Member States of the permit from previous paragraph.








Article 4 


(Rules which cease to apply)





From the date of implementation of these rules, the Decree on prohibition or restriction of the placing on the market and/or use of PPP containing certain active substances (Official Gazette RS, No. 105/01), shall cease to apply. 





Article 5


 (effective date of rules)





These rules shall come in force next day after publication in the Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia.
